Clickto-Layer in a server environment offers an additional advantage. The first user to request an
application to open will experience a slight delay as the FlexApp package is layered into the
environment. However, once the applicatids layered into the server environment, the process does
not need to be repeated. Subsequent users will not experience any delays on an application open.
